Week of Compassion Update

Week of Compassion continues to respond
to emergency needs across the Midwest and
South in the aftermath of the recent
tornadoes and flooding from a huge severe
weather system that swept across the
region. In addition to congregations in
Baxter Springs, Kansas; Tupelo, Mississippi;
Foley, Alabama and Washington, North
Carolina, WoC has also provided a grant of
$10,000 to an initial spring storm appeal
issued last week by Church World Service.
Early this week, WoC sent an emergency
grant to Southern Christian Services for
Children and Youth (SCSCY), a Disciples
related agency working with at risk children
and youth in Mississippi. The facilities and
furnishings of SCSCY's adoption and foster
care program in Tupelo were completely
destroyed by the tornado.

In response to monsoon triggered floods
and landslides that have affected ten
Afghanistan provinces, killed thousands and
left tens of thousands homeless, Church
World Service has issued an initial appeal to
its member communions for $494,000 to
provide immediate emergency relief. CWS
Pakistan\Afghanistan is responding to the
needs of some of the most vulnerable
survivors, especially orphans, persons with
disabilities, widows and female  -headed
households by providing food packages,
tents, bedding, other non  -food items and

two mobile health
units.
